Brushes - Princeton Velvet Touch: 

• Filbert sizes 4, 6, 8  

• Round size 2, 4  

• Wash size ¾ 

• Oval Mop size ¾  

• Liner size 10/0  

 

You may use another brush brand; however, I 
recommend getting synthetic bristle brushes in 
filberts and rounds.  Rosemary, Escoda, and 
Princeton brushes hold up the best and will last 
a long time, compared to cheaper brands.   
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
