SHA, Inc. also offers scholarships from “The Cardinal Fund,” originally seeded by Lisa B. Hayes in honor of her late husband, James, the founder of ACS.  This fund provides a scholarship to each high school for graduates interested in careers for the arts, ongoing art classes for children whose parents need financial assistance in allowing them to participate in art instruction, and summer art camp scholarships for underserved children.
